1. Barred from attending synagogue.
1. The tax collectors often extorted money for personal gain.
1. Brought shame upon their families.
1. Matthew taxed his own people to support Rome.
1. Matthew would be familiar and hated in Capernaum.
	4. “Follow me.” –
	5. “Got up and followed” –
		“So, Levi got up, left everything, and followed him.”  (Luke 5:28)
You don’t have to be some type of super spiritual person to follow Jesus. Jesus calls even the least likely candidates to join the kingdom of God. He calls sinners like you and me.

	1. “was having dinner at Levi’s house” – 
1. “tax collectors” –
